Enrolment Requirements:

1- The candidate must be a holder of MA Degree in Tour Guiding, Tourism Studies, or
Hotel Management.

2- Fill in and submit the registration form to the Department and Faculty Board.

3- Complete other relevant documentation.

Grant Conditions:

1- Candidates must submit their PhD dissertation, written in English, at least two years
after registration for the PhD Degree. Students must obtain their Doctoral Degree within
six years, though in some cases the Faculty Board has the right to extend it.

2- Candidates are required to pass the Preparatory Courses for the PhD Program.

3- Candidates should pass an oral examination (viva voce) before the selected Exami-
nation Committee, whose members must recommend the grant of the degree.
